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Quick Facts

An Emergency Response Number
(ERN), also known as a fire number, is
the number issued based upon the

Columbia County Address Grid.

These numbers provide an orderly and
uniform system for numbering
structures and properties in the
unincorporated areas of the County to
aid in:

* The timely and efficient provisions of
all emergency services to all rural
residents, including police, fire,
ambulance and emergency
management;

* The reduction of inconvenience to
visitors in locating a particular

This handout summarizes requirements for Emergency Response Numbers but it is not all inclusive.

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When to Apply?

An Emergency Response Number (ERN)
Application will be assigned to a parcel prior
to the installation of a new septic system or
the first permitted structure on the lot.
Before applying for an ERN, you will be
required to contact either the Town, County
Highway Department or State Highway
Department to obtain a driveway permit,
depending on the road your lot fronts on. A
copy of this approval will need to be
included with your ERN application at the
time it is submitted to the Planning &
Zoning Department. All new driveway
locations and upgrades of existing entrances
require a driveway permit from the
applicable authority. Such permits must be
obtained prior to applying for your ERN.

Application

The Planning & Zoning Department
requires the owner or applicant to provide a
detailed site plan showing the distances
between existing driveways on either side of
the parcel. When filling out this form, we
need more that just a “guess” as to the
distance to the next driveway. The number
you will be issued is based on the location
where your driveway will meet the road.
When measuring distances between
driveways, measure from the center of each
driveway, not from end to end. The accuracy
of the information you provide regarding
the driveway location is important in
assuring the number assigned is in proper
sequence with other numbers, and allows for
the reservation of numbers to serve future
development.

Once the ERN is issued, a copy will be sent
to the property owner, Town, Post Office,
Sheriff’s Department and Land Information
Department.

Although we notify the town, we encourage
you call them to ensure they receive the no-
tice. You will also want to check with them
to see if they have any fees associated or any
other information they may need to order
and install your sign.

The applicant is required to pay a fee

upon submittal of the application for a
number. The fee is for the issuance of the
ERN and not the physical sign. The towns
are informed once the number has been
issued and they are responsible for ordering
the signs and coordinating installation.
